What happened?

Failure to follow LOTO procedures.

A Conveyor worker switched off the conveyor, removed guarding from
conveyor without application of isolation/ LOTO.

During a site inspection, an inspection team observed a guarding panel
removed off the live surface conveyor.

The Inspection team requested the conveyor to be isolated and the guard
re-instated, the conveyor was then brought on line again.
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Could this happen on your job? What can you do to prevent it?

Consider the requirement to use LOTO, Lock Out Tag Out.

Obtain Training in the use of Lock Out Tag out, contact the Training Dept.
Follow the Procedures and JSEA's for you task.

Failure to follow LOTO procedures.
Failure to isolate or failures in isolation result in severe injuries and fatalities every year.
