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Crushed finger injury

An Integrated Tool Carrier (IT) operator was in
the process of loading a pallet at the batch plant
using a forklift attachment. The tines on the
attachment required adjusting as both were
positioned to one side of the frame.

In the process of repositioning, the operator
pushed the tine across to the centre of the
frame where it has released through a slot and
swung forward, crushing the operator’s finger
between the top of the tine and frame,
resulting in a deep laceration to the right-hand
ring finger.
