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Tyre blows out on loader

A loader operator was about to tip out a
bucket of pit run when the sidewall of the
front right tyre blew out.

The operator had slowed the loader down to
turn and raise the bucket, and the bucket
was near the ground when the tyre blew,
which possibly reduced the potential for

tipping.

No one was in close proximity to the loader
at time of the incident.
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A plant pre-start check was completed and
no issues were identified on the day of the

incident.
You need to ensure:
